Inactivate Rows by Row Labels

Overview

This script inactivates only the rows in a spreadsheet from which the script is run whose row labels are in another spreadsheet specified by the user.  Any inactive rows in the other spreadsheet are not used in inactivating rows in the current spreadsheet. Non-unique rows in the current spreadsheet are supported.
Recommended Directory Location

Save the script to the following directory:

*..\Application Data\Golden Helix SVS\UserScripts\Spreadsheet\Select\
Note: The Application Data folder is a hidden folder on Windows operating systems and its location varies between XP and Vista. The easiest way to locate this directory on your computer is to click on the AppData shortcut in your C:\Program Files\Golden Helix SVS\ directory. If saved to the proper folder, this script will be accessible from the spreadsheet Select menu.
Using the Script
1. Open a spreadsheet that you want to inactivate rows based on the active rows of a second spreadsheet.

2. Go to Select > Inactivate Rows by Row Labels.

3. Select the spreadsheet with the active row reference spreadsheet.

The current spreadsheet will have rows that were inactive in the second spreadsheet set to active and columns that were active in the second spreadsheet set to inactive.
